Final 2009 NIPP Comment Period Underway - Only 10 Days Left to Respond

HERNDON, VA – 21 November 2008 – Members of SARMA and colleagues in the security analysis and risk management community have until Monday 1 December to post their responses to the draft 2009 National Infrastructure Protection Plan (NIPP), which was released by the Department of Homeland Security on Friday 14 November.

 

The NIPP is a triennial report required under Homeland Security Presidential Directive 7. Given its importance as a "cornerstone" document within DHS and the broader homeland security arena, SARMA believes it is vitally important that all of us in the community make full use of this opportunity to help shape the goals and objectives spelled out in the Plan.

 

The current 17-day comment period is the second and final such opportunity before the 2009 NIPP undergoes a senior-level DHS internal review towards the end of the year. A prior comment period earlier this year generated very little external feedback, according to DHS officials.
